Course Description and Objectives:

The course will cover an introduction to the nature of contemporary geography, geographic methods, and
elements of the two major subdivisions of the field, physical (the natural world) and human (the cultural
world), as seen from the spatial perspective. You will learn how geographers view and assess the world, how
elements of the natural world (climate and landforms) that significantly affect human activity are themselves
created, and two how they interact with key elements of human geography- population dynamics and
economic systems.

Learning outcomes include being able to

1.  Define and explain the disciplinary content of geography, based on the five themes used by
NYSED in curriculum development..

2. Recognize and critique the role of scale in geography and the use of geographic tools, including
maps, remote sensing and aerial photography, and geographic information systems.

3. Analyze and discuss the basic processes of climatology and geomorphology- weather and the
development of the land surface.

4.  Explain and discuss key factors in population studies, such as the Demographic Transition, and
spatial factors in agriculture and industry.
