Course Learning Objectives:

The course will cover an introduction to the concepts of contemporary geography, followed by a survey of key
current global issues and an examination of several of the world’s major geographic realms. Students will
learn issues of globalization as well as particular details of four regions critical to their role as informed
residents of the United States (East Asia, South Asia, Europe, North America). Meets requirements GER 2/B
and PD/ A or B, for those eligible to use the GER program.

Expected Learning outcomes:
Students should be able to
1. Define and explain the disciplinary content of geography, based on the five themes used by NYSED in
curriculum development.
2. Recognize and critique the role of scale in geography and the use of geographic maps.
3. Analyze and discuss key issues in globalization, including resources, industrialization and population
dynamics.
4. TNlustrate and discuss geographic, demographic, economic, and political features and factors in the
regions specified.

There is a 15t edition available. It is acceptable, but I would not recommend buying this used in binder format,
as sections might be missing. If you can check it, note that only the following chapters will be needed:
Introduction; 1A and B, 6A and B, 8A and B, 9A and B.

Earlier editions are significantly different and are not acceptable.

I have ordered the considerably cheaper binder edition, which is NOT resalable to the bookstores. It is
available at Shakespeare Books, 939 Lexington Ave. (across the street from Hunter).

Please be aware that the number of students I have each term makes it impossible for me to offer extra credit
assignments.

A student must request the grade
BEFORE the final exam and present evidence of a satisfactory reason, as well as having done “C” work or
better PRIOR to the filing of the incomplete; otherwise, the student will receive a grade of WU. Students who
desire an IN will have to sign a Departmental completion contract with the instructor.

Credit/No credit (C/NC) will only be given if requested BEFORE the final exam, and to receive it all prior
work must have been completed.
